Officers and Their Responsibilities

President
· Attend a President Orientation organized by the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership

· Preside over meetings & prepare meeting agendas

· Hold officers' meetings as necessary

· Facilitate and attend all club activities

· Coordinate the responsibilities of all other officers

· Act as the official spokesperson of the club & encourage excitement about club activities
· Perform other duties as assigned

Vice President

· Assist the club president with organizational functions

· Fulfill presidential responsibilities in the club president's absence

· Receive and organize membership applications

· Perform other duties as assigned

Diversity and Inclusion Officer
· Administer bias training to the club's executive board 

· Be a respectful and supportive resource to the club
· When food is offered by the club, provide an inclusive snack selection to accommodate halal, kosher, gluten-free, vegetarian, nut-free, options etc.
· Give one presentation per semester to educate our club about bias and proactive antidiscrimination (10-20 minutes)
· Perform other duties as assigned

· If a Diversity and Inclusion Officer is not assigned these duties must be performed by another officer or officers.

Secretary

· Record the proceedings of all meetings

· Post minutes on the club website and/or email

· Prepare all outgoing correspondence in conjunction with the President to include thank-you letters for all speakers

· Perform other duties as assigned

Treasurer

· Attend a Treasurer Orientation organized by the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership

· Maintain records of all accounts and earnings

· Deposit and withdraw funds from the club account as necessary; contact the Office of Student Involvement and Leadership for assistance as needed
· Maintain a roster of members including email addresses 
· Be aware of and active in all club activities with a financial impact

· Suggest uses for club funds

· Perform other duties as assigned

Public Relations Director

· Prepare and display, and remove when outdated, appropriate advertising for the club

· Advertise upcoming events and meetings to expand visibility of the club to increase membership

· Keep the club bulletin board current

· Keep the club website, Instagram, Twitter, and Facebook pages updated

· Perform other duties as assigned

Program Director

· Schedule speakers and special programs at least monthly for the club
· Create a contact list of speakers interested in keeping contact with the student body

· Perform other duties as assigned

Fundraising Director

· Responsible for all fundraising activities including planning activities and scheduling members

· Perform other duties as assigned

Election of Officers

Nominations and elections are to be held during the eighth week of Spring Quarter. Officers are elected by a majority vote of all attendees present at the election meeting that shall be advertised as such. A reasonable effort is to be made to ensure that all interested students might have an opportunity to attend and/or run for office. 
One vote per office or amendment, per person is allowed in the interest of fair voting practices.

Term of Office

Positions will be effective as of the first week of classes of the subsequent Summer Quarter. The term of office is one year for all offices.


Officer Resignation


Resigning officers will be replaced by appointment by the remaining officers.

Student Organization Council/Inter Club Council Representative

The club shall seek a member volunteer or elect a member of the club to represent the club's interest in the Student Organization Council/Inter Club Council.

Member Eligibility and Privileges
In the interest of encouraging participation by all students there is no membership fee. Privileges of membership include the ability to run for office on the executive board, receiving more frequent updates from the club, eligibility to go on club trips, and the privilege to claim official Finance Club membership for future endeavors.
Obligations of the Club
Officers

It is important that elected officers have an interest in serving the club.  For this reason, an elected officer may be removed from office and replaced if the remaining officers unanimously agree that the officer is neglecting their duties and responsibilities.

Members

We encourage members to assist the executive board in planning and preparing club events.

Non-Discrimination Clause
Any student of Wright State University shall be eligible for membership and office regardless of any personal characteristics including but not limited to: race, sex, color, religion, ancestry, national origin, age, necessity for physical accommodations, veteran status, sexual orientation, or gender identification.

Amendments

Amendments to this constitution require a two-thirds majority vote of a quorum defined as one over one half of all voters.
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
